Eligibility Requirements for Entering Freshman

There are two ways in which a student can meet the academic eligibility criteria for the Palmetto

Fellows Scholarship:

e Rank in the top 6% at the end of the 10th, the 11th , or the 12th grade academic year
o Rank can be used as an eligibility requirement for those schools/home school
associations that have an official policy on rank that has been reviewed by the SC
Commission on Higher Education for compliance with the established Palmetto Fellows
Scholarship Regulations.

e Earn a 1200 (math and critical reading only) on the SAT or 27 on the ACT (through the
June test administration of the graduating year). Effective for Fall 2023 and afterwards,
the ACT test score will be 25.

e Earn a 3.5 cumulative GPA (based on the S.C. Uniform Grading Policy)

OR, you can qualify by meeting the alternate academic criteria eligibility requirements without regard

to rank:

e Earn a 1400 (math and critical reading only) on the SAT or 32 on the ACT (through the
June test administration of the graduating year). Effective for Fall 2023 and afterwards,
the ACT test score will be 31.

e Earn a 4.0 Cumulative GPA (based on the S.C. Uniform Grading Policy).

e Please note that you must apply to be a Palmetto Fellow during your senior year of high school

to the SC Commission on Higher Education. Contact your high school guidance counselor for
